AUTUMN-A SEASON FOR         
TRANSFORMATION 

 

 Autumn is a wonderful metaphor for the 

transformation that takes place in the human heart. 

Each season’s entrance and departure is part of the 
gracious turning of the Circle of Life. The mood of 
autumn is the ebb and flow of life. It gives evidence to 
the truth that all things are passing and even in the 
passing there is beauty. We see so many signs of 

God’s marvelous creation in the beauty of the trees 
and falling leaves which surround us.  As one by one 
the leaves let go, a precious emptiness appears in the 
trees. This is an important autumn lesson  -  when 
certain things fall away, there are other things that can 
be seen more clearly.

           Jesus came as one of us and opened Himself in 
love to the possibility of failure, being wounded, 
misunderstood and rejected, all of those things which 

we know as “daily dyings” like those autumn leaves 
fast falling from the trees. Jesus became vulnerable 
even to death on the cross. It was this surrender that 
led to the tremendous new growth of Resurrection. 
 

 May this autumn be for us a time to pause for 
a while in our busy lives and face the deeper issues.  
Allow autumn to teach you how to live with insecurity, 
to deepen your trust in a Loving  God, and to believe 
more fully in the promises of our Faith.
